Your child will be attending our Zone A Track Meet on Friday, May 22 at Centennial Stadium, University of Victoria.  The track meet begins at 10:00 a.m. and ends at approximately 1:30 p.m.  All students will walk with the coaches to UVIC.  We will be leaving the school at approximately 9:15 a.m. and returning at approximately 2:00 p.m.   In order for this event to happen, our school is responsible for providing volunteers to help in the in-field.  We also need parents to walk to and from the stadium with the students, as well as having parents in the stands. For our track meet, please ensure that your child has:
1.  Snacks and a lunch: Students need to bring healthy snacks and a lunch to help fuel them for the day.  There will be no concession.                                                                                                                                                                         2.  Water bottle (a must!): It is important that students hydrate their body before and after a race.                                                                                                                                                                    3.  Running shoes and shorts (MANDATORY): Students need to wear shorts and running shoes to school (school jerseys will be distributed prior to departure). No aqua shoes or cleats (of any type) are allowed!                                                                                                                                                                        4.  Clothing for any weather: It is often cool, cold or windy at the stadium, even on sunny days, and we will attend the meet rain or shine. Dress appropriately, bring layers, and wear sunscreen!       
Additional Notes
· All racers must be at the school by 8:45 a.m. on Friday morning, May 22, so that proper organization can occur. The students must arrive at school well prepared.
· Electronic devices are not permitted: Students need to leave all devices at home. Adults will have cell phones in case of an emergency.          	
· Pay Parking: Just a reminder that parents attending the meet will have to pay for parking and it can be very busy. If you live close, you are encouraged to walk or bike! 
· Ms. Ng and Ms Barry will be the lead teachers responsible for students in the stands.  They will be wearing a bright vest.  If you are taking your child home straight from the track, it is imperative you sign out with Ms. Ng.  When students aren’t racing, they are expected to remain in the stands the entire day and they will let Ms. Ng or Ms. Barry know if they need to use the washroom.  
· The students are very excited and are looking forward to the Zone A Track Meet.  We will talk to the students about being on their best behaviour and we will remind them that they are representing Campus View Elementary in the community. We recommend that students have an early night on Thursday so that they are “fully charged” for their race. 
· After the meet, coaches will inform families if their child has qualified for the City Finals.  The Finals will be on Thursday, May 28th at UVIC from 6:00-8:00pm.  



Structure of the Day
*Please note that this is just to help give you an overview of the day so please take this as a very loose guide. Coaches have selected which event your child will race in based upon timing them many times during track practice.  Most students have been given one event in order for us to bring as many students as possible.
· There are 3 events: 800m, 100m and relays.  Each event begins with Grade 5’s and ends with Grade 3’s.  For each grade, boys race first, then girls. 
· The meet begins promptly at 10am with the 800m.  The qualification time for cities is decided after the race. Students will be notified later on if their time qualified them for the City Finals.
· Following the 800m is the 100m.  There are 8 flights in the 100m race.  We begin with H and end with A.  The top two racers from the A and B flights only will qualify for City Finals.  
· After the 100m race, the day will finish with the 4x100m relays (this is often around noon but could be earlier or later). There are four flights, beginning with D, and ending with A. 
The top two teams from the A and B flights only will qualify for city finals.  
It is very important that your child understands that by committing to the track team, they need to attend the meet as their absence could impact others’ abilities to race. If your child becomes sick right before the meet, please email Carrie Cameron at ccameron@sd61.bc.ca  immediately.
